4.  Participants entering the FEI Young Riders will be required to ride the Young Rider Team, Young Rider 
Individual Prix St. George and Young Rider Freestyle tests.  In the FEI Young Rider classes, placings will 
be determined by averaging the points earned in all THREE tests.

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SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS - GENERAL INFORMATION  
1.USEF RULING: Every class offered herein is covered by the rules and specifications of the current 
USEF Rule Book and will be conducted and judged in accordance therein.  Scores received at both the 
North and South Championship Show will count toward the CDS Annual Show. 
2.The Horse Show Management reserves the right to itself to interpret all questions and conditions in 
regard to or arising out of any incident in the show without claims for damages or recourse of any kind. All 
questions not covered in these rules and regulations shall be decided by the Horse Show Management, their 
decision to be final. 
3. AGE RESTRICTIONS: For the purposes of competing in the Championship Show:  Individuals are 
eligible as JUNIORS until the end of the calendar year in which they will be 18 years of age.   Individuals 
are eligible as YOUNG RIDERS from the beginning of the calendar year in which they reach the age of 16 
years and until the end of the calendar year in which they reach 21 years of age. 
4. ENTRY DATE: Complete entries must be RECEIVED by July 25, 2008.  Late entries will be placed on 
a wait list and incur a double the entry fee late charge. 
5. QUALIFICATION DATE: The final day to qualify for the Championship Show is Aug 17, 2008.  All 
qualifying scores occurring on or before this date must be faxed to the Show Secretary and be received by 
Aug 18, 2008 by 4:00PM.  Participants expecting to complete the qualification between July 18th and 
August 17th MUST pre-enter the Championship Show/Classes.  If qualification is not achieved by the 17th 
of August, the participant may withdraw from the Championship portion of the Show and all entry fees 
shall be returned minus a $30.00 processing fee.  Participants without qualifying scores are not excluded 
from the Team Competition or the Summer Celebration Shows.   
6. QUALIFYING SCORES: Please note that ONLY scores from recognized CDS shows and three star 
CDS / USEF / USDF shows may count toward qualifying scores for the Championship Show. 
7. REFUNDS: Refunds minus a $30.00 processing fee will be given in full prior to the entry closing date of 
18 July 2008.   Withdrawals after 18 July 200 will not be refunded.  Should a medical necessity require 
withdrawal of the horse or rider after 18 July 2008 an appeal for refund may be made to the Executive 
Show Committee.  Any decision of the Executive Show Committee is final.  Please note that any such 
request must be accompanied by a statement of explanation from a certified veterinarian, physician or nurse 
practitioner.  Refunds are not issued for Show Cancellation unless such cancellation occurs secondary to 
unsafe footing conditions. 
8. ENTRY SIGNATURES: Entry forms MUST be completed in their entirety including all signatures as 
required.  A parent's signature is required for all entries of minor children under age 18years.  Parents may 
sign as "trainer" and non-member fees will be waived.  The Code of Conduct must be signed.  Failure to 
sign the Code of Conduct is cause for elimination.   
9. MEMBERSHIP: Copies of CDS membership cards for rider and owner must accompany the entry form.   
10. ENTRIES: Entry forms MUST be accompanied by payment in full. As such, faxed entry forms shall 
not be accepted. Postdated checks (those dated after the entry form completion date) are not acceptable for 
payment.  Any check returned for insufficient funds will incur a penalty equal to not less than $30.00 or 
10% of the total entry fees whichever is greater.  A certified or cashier's check must then be issued to clear 
the entry.  Payment in full must be received by 18 July 2008.  Any payment received past the entry closure 
date may prevent registration of the participant. 
11. CHANGES: Changes requested after the entry closing date will be assessed an Office Fee of $10 per 
change. This fee will not apply if the change is at the instigation of Show Management. Requests to add 
classes may be made on a space available basis. Classes may be scratched at any point prior to the 
participant's start time in the given class, however, refunds will not be issued. 
12. PONY DECLARATION:  Pony declaration must be made on the Show Entry Form. Ponies must be 
measured if declared as a pony in order to qualify for this showÕs Parker High Point Pony Award. 
13. RIDE TIMES: Participants will be emailed the schedule at least one week before the competition and 
may check their ride times at www.california-dressage.org . Those participants that are not internet active 
must notify the show secretary for times to be mailed.  DO NOT call the Show Secretary or Show Manager 
for individual riding times.  
14. HORSE BATHING:  Wash racks are provided.  Horses may not be hosed in the barn isles.   
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SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS - GENERAL INFORMATION, conÕt 
15. NO DOGS ARE ALLOWED ON THE SHOW GROUNDS.  There are no exceptions to this  
policy.  Please kennel your dog if you are unable to leave the dog at home.  Please note that dogs  
may NOT be left in the owner's vehicle, and wherein such occurs, local authorities will be contacted and 
the owner will be cited. 
16. STABLING: Only shavings are permitted for bedding. NO STRAW is permitted. Permanent stalls are 
of wood construction, are 12' x 12' in size and have Dutch doors. There is no base bedding provided. Feed 
and shavings may be ordered on a same day basis by 1:00 PM each day.  Orders should be made through 
US Horse Feed & Shavings (NOT THE HORSE SHOW OFFICE) at phone 818-559-9699.Fax 818-559-
9679 Payments must be made in full to US Horse Feed & Shavings prior to leaving the Show grounds.  
Stabling will be available beginning Aug 21 (Thursday) through Sunday afternoon.$135 Participants 
needing stabling before Thusday Aug 21st or after Sunday August 24th must contact the show secretary at 
951-303-0403.  There is a daily charge of $30.00 per horse for haul-ins.  Please note that stabling 
assignments will be made as entries are received so any specific preferences must be made on the entry 
form.  Participants are responsible for stall cleaning.  All manure should be deposited at the far end of the 
barn. 
17. HORSES OR EQUIPMENT placed in the wrong stall will be moved to the assigned stall and the 
exhibitor, owner or parent will be charged for any clean-up required. To avoid penalty charges, changes 
must be made through the show management or stabling agent. 
18. PARKING:  Parking must be in designated areas.  Parking is not available in or at the barns.  Overnight 
parking is limited, and will incur a $40.00 per night charge.  An overnight parking pass is available at the 
Show Office must be displayed for all vehicles utilizing the overnight parking.    Those vehicles not 
displaying the proper pass will be cited.   All RV's must be self contained.  Campers will be charged the 
same rate whether utilizing the hook-ups or not.  Overnight parking is available only in the RV lot.  Please 
call 951-303-0403 for availability. 
19. WARM-UP:  Competition arenas may be used for warm-up ONLY during the posted warm-up times.  
Please be aware that use of the competition arena for warm-up at any other times WILL result in 
elimination.  Competition and Warm-Up arenas are assigned by BOTH time AND show.  Please be aware 
that riding in the Cool August Nights assigned arenas is not permissible unless the horse/rider combination 
is competing concurrently in Cool August Nights.  Horses MUST wear their show numbers all all times 
that they are outside their designated stalls.  This includes all hand-walking, bathing, lunging and warm-
ups.   Horses may not be lunged in the warm-up arena while the show is in progress.  Please check with the 
JRYR Show Office for designated lunging locations.  No persons on foot shall be allowed in the arena. 
20. RIDING RESTRICTIONS: At no time during the show may any horse entered be ridden by anyone 
other than the one rider entered in the show.  Any hose entered in the show, even if entered at two levels, 
must be ridden by the same rider throughout the competition. 
21. TESTS: All tests are performed in a standard 20x60meter arena.  All current USEF, FEI, YR Tests and 
USDF Freestyle tests will be used.   
22. MUSIC CASSETTES/CD's:  It is the participant's responsibility to ensure that his/her music is at the 
announcer's booth PRIOR TO their entry to the competition arena.  Participants are encouraged to conduct 
a sound check of their music prior to the competition.  Information on a sound check is available at the 
JRYR Show Office.  The participant must ensure that the music is appropriately cued and must signal the 
announcer to start the music.   
23. SCORING:  Ties will not be broken. 
24. HONOR ROUNDS:  will be posted Ð team and championship classes only. 
25. CHAMPIONSHIP SHOW PARTICIPATION:  A single horse-rider pair may compete in the North or 
South Championship Show, but NOT both. 
26. FOOD: Food will be available on the Show Grounds.  The Show Office can provide an additional list of 
local grocery stores and restaurants.

29. UNPAID CHARGES: Any exhibitor leaving the show with an unpaid balance of entry fees, of 
feed/shavings, etc., will be charged for these charges and a $35 billing fee will be added to the total 
30. Only horses entered in the show and wearing official competition numbers will be allowed in the 
official warm-up arenas. Horses must wear their number when out of the stall.. 
31. In the event of rain prior to the show, it is the riderÕs responsibility to call the management to determine 
whether the show is canceled. Shows are NOT canceled unless the footing is deemed unsafe. 
 
 

GENERAL LIABILITY INFORMATION 
1. All owners, participants and parents will be held responsible for any damage incurred by them, their 
agents, friends, employees to any stalls, buildings, arenas, facilities or other properties on the Show 
Grounds, and will be billed accordingly for any such damages.
